It is the opening of Mondi (Worlds), a book that 
tells the uniqueness of each and the fragility that 
we have in common, in which to recognize and be 
strengthened through relationships. 

The characters of the story are animals: from the 
chameleon to the deer, from the spider - whose 
world is hanging by a thread - to the to the whale 
whose world «sinks, rises, gushes up to the stars», 
passing through other creatures that tell their way 
of being in the world.

In the final pages the animals find themselves under 
a cosmic darkness dotted with stars, in a silence that 
gives peace, serenity and relief. In the stillness of 
that moment, «before everything changes in a mo-
ment», animals realize that they are not alone in the 
world, but are «sparks of the same universe», ready 
to discover together new secrets and new worlds. 

The book tells in a poetic way the shadows, the falls 
and the weaknesses of the characters, and in a cre-
scendo of changes of perspective, the strength that 
is revealed by the shared fragility. In a world that 
is constantly changing, the only certainty is the ties 
and the sharing.
